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Premarital Counselling Policy

1.
All couples wishing to be married by a member of the pastoral staff are required to complete and submit the application form to the pastoral staff at least three months (preferably more than six months) prior to the proposed date of wedding.

2.
All premarital couples must undergo and complete premarital counselling with the pastoral staff or qualified personnel appointed by the pastoral staff.

3.
The premarital counselling will involve about six sessions prior to the wedding and will also involve the use of assessment instruments.

4.
The premarital couple is expected to complete all the assigned homework for these sessions.

5.
A post-marital session is to be arranged six months after the wedding.

6.
The pastoral staff reserves the right to decide whether the couple is ready to be married or not. Usually the final date of the wedding will not be confirmed until after the first two counselling sessions.

7.
Priority for the utilization of premarital counselling and wedding resources will be given to the members or regular attendees of the Church.

8.
Our services for premarital counselling and wedding will be made available to Christian couples only who agree that marriage is a covenant relationship between one man and one woman to the exclusion of all others per the Statement of Faith of the Church.
